INTRODUCTION 
 
AUSTRIP 6689 is a thickened methylene chloride based paint remover, and is 
designed to remove epoxies, polyurethanes, industrial and household paints from 
timber, metal or masonry substrates. Contains no phenols, which makes it safer 
and ideal for household use. 
 
APPLICATION 
 
a) BRUSH APPLICATION - A thick even coat should be spread over surface to be 
stripped.  It should then be left for 5-15 minutes depending on film build up of 
paint. 
 
When stripping action is complete the paint film can be removed by scraping or 
high pressure water flushing - repeat process if necessary. 
 
b) AIRLESS SPRAY - Spray an even thick coat on surface.  Do not spray on hot 
surfaces.  Shade area if necessary to avoid premature solvent evaporation.  High 
pressure rinse when paint is fully softened and wrinkled - repeat process if 
necessary.
