BRIK-BRITE is supplied ready for use and can be sprayed using airless spray.  
Pressure should be kept low to avoid misting and special care should be taken not 
to coat any windows as the glass will be etched. 
Allow 30 minutes - 2 hours for the product to penetrate and etch the surface, 
then, high pressure rinse with fresh water. 
 
EQUIPMENT 
 
Equipment should be made from 316 stainless steel. 
To give protection to the stainless steel it is advisable to rinse before and after 
using BRIK-BRITE with 10% Nitric Acid solution. 
PVC polyethylene and polypropylene are also suitable to use with BRIK-BRITE.
